The Bradford County Board of County Commissioners met April 21, 2005 to conduct interviews for County Manager and to conduct their regular meeting.  

INTERVIEWS

COUNTY MANAGER

Chairman Thomas called the meeting to order at 3:06 p.m.

The two applicants interviewed were:  Mr. Peter Herbert and Mr. Wendell Taylor.

PETER HERBERT:

Mr. Herbert addressed the Commission and stated his personal history and background, experience, education and qualifications.  He also gave a power point presentation relating to a proposed solution for the US 301 traffic congestion issue.

At the conclusion of his presentation, the Commissioners questioned Mr. Herbert.  

WENDELL TAYLOR:

Mr. Taylor first commented on a proposed solution for the US 301 traffic congestion issue.  He then stated his personal history and background, education, experience and qualifications.  

The Commissioners questioned Mr. Taylor.

At the conclusion of the interviews and after brief discussion, there was Board consensus to conduct a workshop at 8:30 a.m., prior to the May 2 meeting to further discuss the applicants.  An item for formal action will be on the May 2 agenda.  The Clerk is to notify the applicants of this process.

There was brief discussion concerning the Ag Extension Agent.  Clerk Norman said that Dr. Summerhill was notified and a new advertisement went out the first week of April.  Commissioner Lewis said that when he approached Ms. Butterfield she indicated that she was no longer interested in the position.

REGULAR SCHEDULED MEETING

7:30 P.M.

Chairman Thomas called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  Commissioner Chandler gave the invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

(Chairman Thomas deviated from the agenda schedule and moved to Item #8)

Presentation and Approval of Schematic Drawings by Spyros Drivas and Upon Approval Request for Payment in the Amount of $38,400.00-

Comm. Cooper/Phalbe Henriksen:  Commissioner Cooper said that the Library Advisory Board has approved the proposed floor plan for the new library.  The contract with the architect requires payment once the conceptual floor plans have been presented and approved by the commission.

Comm. Cooper MOVED to approve the floor plans as presented and to approve the payment to the architect of $38,400.00.  Comm. Chandler SECONDED and the MOTION CARRIED 5-0.

Zoning Matters - Wilson Whidden:

First Public Hearing Concerning an Ordinance Amending the Text of the Bradford County Land Development Regulations, Application No. LDR 05-1:  Mr. Wilson advised that this is the first reading for this ordinance.  He read the title into the record:

“AN ORDINANCE OF BRADFORD COUNTY, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE BRADFORD COUNTY LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS, AS AMENDED; AMENDING A PORTION OF SECTION 2.1, ENTITLED DEFINITIONS, ADDING A DEFINITION FOR MINI-WAREHOUSES, BY AMENDING SECTION 4.13.5 ENTITLED SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS IN A COMMERCIAL, NEIGHBORHOOD (CN) ZONING DISTRICT, TO ADD MINI-WAREHOUSES, AS A USE PERMITTED BY SPECIAL EXCEPTION, AND BY AMENDING SECTION 4.14.5, ENTITLED SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS IN A COMMERCIAL, GENERAL (CG) ZONING DISTRICT, TO ADD MINI-WAREHOUSES, AS A USE PERMITTED BY SPECIAL EXCEPTION; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.”

Chairman Thomas opened the public hearing.  There was no response.

The public hearing was closed.

Incited by a question of Commissioner Cooper, Mr. Wilson said that approval of this application would allow, by special exception, mini-warehouses in CN and CG.  It is already allowed in CI.

Commissioner Cooper asked for clarification of the “not to exceed 400 square foot requirement” before this ordinance comes to the Board for its second reading.

First Public Hearing Concerning an Amendment to the Text of the Bradford County Land Development Regulations, Application No. LDR 05-2:  Mr. Wilson advised that this is the first reading for this ordinance.  He read the title into the record:

“AN ORDINANCE OF BRADFORD COUNTY, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE BRADFORD COUNTY LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS, AS AMENDED; AMENDING SECTION 4.8.4, ENTITLED PROHIBITED USES AND STRUCTURES IN A RESIDENTIAL, SINGLE FAMILY (RSF) ZONING DISTRICT, EXEMPTING THE STORAGE OR OVERNIGHT PARKING OF COMMERCIAL OR INDUSTRIAL VEHICLES IN EXCESS OF ONE (1) TON CAPACITY IN COMPLETELY ENCLOSED BUILDINGS, AND BY AMENDING SECTION 4.9.4, ENTITLED PROHIBITED USES AND STRUCTURES IN A RESIDENTIAL, (MIXED) SINGLE FAMILY/MOBILE HOME (RSF/MH) ZONING DISTRICT, EXEMPTING THE STORAGE OR OVERNIGHT PARKING OF COMMERCIAL OR INDUSTRIAL VEHICLES IN EXCESS OF ONE (1) TON CAPACITY IN COMPLETELY ENCLOSED BUILDINGS, AND BY AMENDING SECTION 4.10.4, ENTITLED PROHIBITED USES AND STRUCTURES IN A RESIDENTIAL, MOBILE HOME (RMH) ZONING DISTRICT, EXEMPTING THE STORAGE OR OVERNIGHT PARKING OF COMMERCIAL OR INDUSTRIAL VEHICLES IN EXCESS OF ONE (1) TON CAPACITY IN COMPLETELY ENCLOSED BUILDINGS; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.”

Mr. Wilson explained that the amendment would allow commercial vehicles to be parked in a residential zoning district as long as they are inside an enclosed building.

There was brief discussion relating to areas where there are homeowners’ associations.

Impelled by a question of Commissioner Hersey, there was discussion on how this would affect pick-up trucks that exceed the one (1) ton capacity, that are not commercial vehicles.  

Following the discussion, there was consensus to increase the tonnage requirement to two (2) tons ore more.

Approve an Ordinance Concerning Amending the Bradford County Comprehensive Plan, Application No. CPA 04-1:  Mr. Whidden read the title into the record:

“AN ORDINANCE OF BRADFORD COUNTY, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE BRADFORD COUNTY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; RELATING TO AN AMENDMENT TO THE TEST OF THE BRADFORD COUNTY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN, UNDER THE AMENDMENT PROCEDURES ESTABLISHED IN SECTIONS 163.3161 THROUGH 163.3215, FLORIDA STATUTES, AS AMENDED; PROVIDING FOR AMENDING POLICY I.1.6 OF THE FUTURE LAND USE ELEMENT TO ADD THE AGRICULTURE-2 (LESS THAN OR EQUAL TO 1 DWELLING UNIT PER 5 ACRES) LAND USE CATEGORY TO THE PERMITTED LAND USE CATEGORIES FOR DESIGNATED URBAN DEVELOPMENT AREAS; PROVIDING SEVERABILITY; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.”

Comm. Cooper MOVED to adopt the ordinance approving Application No. CPA 04-1.  Comm. Lewis SECONDED the motion.

For the sake of Commissioners Chandler and Lewis, Commissioner Cooper gave a brief history of how this ordinance came about.  There are certain areas in the County that are designated Urban Development Areas, and are located around cities.  The County’s Code prohibits Agricultural lands within these Urban Development Areas.  During the process wherein the Commission sponsored applications for property owners, an applicant wanted their property changed back to Agricultural.  The Commission learned that this could not be done without an amendment to the County’s Code.

There being no further discussion, the MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  (The Ordinance was assigned No. 05-06.)

Approve an Ordinance Concerning an Amendment to the Official Zoning Atlas of the Land Development Regulations, Application No.

Z-05-1-Rozbora:  Chairman Thomas said that he has received 17 public comment cards with regard to this issue.  He asked if those 17 citizens would agree to designate a few representatives to speak on their behalf.  

In order to give the public time to discuss how they wish to proceed, Chairman Thomas called a recess at 7:45 p.m.

The meeting was called back to order at 7:54 p.m.

Chairman Thomas said that the Hampton Lake residents have organized and have elected several speakers.

Mr. Whidden read the title of the ordinance into the record:

“AN ORDINANCE OF BRADFORD COUNTY, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE OFFICIAL ZONING ATLAS OF THE BRADFORD COUNTY LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS, AS AMENDED; RELATING TO THE REZONING OF TEN OR MORE CONTIGUOUS ACRES OF LAND, PURSUANT TO AN APPLICATION, Z 05-1, BY THE PROPERTY OWNER OF SAID ACREAGE; PROVIDING FOR REZONING FROM RESIDENTIAL, SINGLE FAMILY/MOBILE HOME-1 (RSF/MH-1) TO COMMERCIAL, INTENSIVE (CI) OF CERTAIN LANDS WITHIN THE UNINCORPORATED AREA OF BRADFORD COUNTY, FLORIDA; PROVIDING SEVERABILITY; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.”

Chairman Thomas opened the public hearing.  Mr. Brown recommended that the applicant present his case first.

Mr. Craig Patterson, the applicant, addressed the Commission, presenting the facts and evidence to support his application.

Chairman Thomas read the names of everyone who filled out a public comment card:  Angie Phillips, Ann Mullins, Robert Frampton, Frederick Farris, Kathryn NesSmith, Paul Meng, Carolyn Hunter-Haast, Chris Meng, Delores Meng, Merry Hess, Landa Meng, Crawford Carpenter, Kirk Williams, Randall Scoggins, John Hodges, Sallye Scoggins, Colon Davis and Kimberly Cruce

Ms. Hall read a letter submitted by John and Andrea Adams expressing their opposition to the application.

The following people spoke on behalf of the citizens listed above, in opposition to the application:  John Hodges, Randall Scoggins, Kirk Williams, Ann Mullins, Kimberly Cruce, Dan Peters and Angie Phillips.

Chairman Thomas closed the public hearing.

Incited by a question of Commissioner Lewis, Mr. Whidden said that the Zoning Board has recommended denial of the application on two different occasions.

There was extensive discussion, which was not limited to but included:  Uses of adjacent properties, site plan approval process, proximity of the parcel in question to residential homes, special exceptions for bars and truck stops, buffers and required uses for a convenience store.  (The Property Appraiser's website was used for a reference during the discussion.)  

Comm. Hersey MOVED to deny Rezoning Application No. Z 05-1.  Comm. Cooper SECONDED the motion.

Commissioner Cooper said that this Board has to be careful because zoning matters are not matters of public opinion.  Decisions regarding zoning must be made based on the County’s Code and what the evidence presented states about that Code.  He has not seen any evidence presented as to why this property should be zoned commercial intensive.  Likewise, he has not heard any evidence, other than “I don’t want it here” and “We don’t want growth”, as to why it should not be commercial intensive.  It is his opinion that this is a commercial piece of property, but has real trouble with commercial intensive, because commercial intensive should not be in close proximity to residential.  Commercial general is a little more acceptable.

Mr. Patterson is correct in his statement that he cannot make a zoning request and tell what his intent for the land is going to be, the County Code does not allow for that.  This is probably a problem with the Code.  He was not aware prior to this process that the County does not have a Plan Unit Development Process, which would allow an applicant to spell out the intended use for a piece of property.

Commissioner Lewis said that if HWY 301 property is not commercial, the County does not have any commercial property.  Site Plans and Special Exceptions have to be approved by the Commission.  The additional taxes generated by a commercial business would help the County.

Commissioner Chandler said that Commercial Intensive has always been a concern and is a concern in this instance.  However, all property owners should have a right to do what they wish with their property as long as it complies with zoning laws and regulations.  Mr. Patterson is a property owner, and as long as how he wants to utilize that property is legally within the County Code, he should be allowed to do so.  This Commission must make decisions based on the County’s laws and zoning regulations.  

There was additional discussion concerning Commercial Intensive versus Commercial General.

Mr. Brown said that there is a motion on the table, which requires action unless it is withdrawn or amended.  The Board cannot take action to defer or to table the issue as long as the current motion is on the table.  In the event that the motion prevails and the application is denied, the Commission can later amend the code to change what is permitted in Commercial General, and the applicant could then re-apply, not for Commercial Intensive, but for Commercial General.  It would then be his interpretation that the one-year statutory time period would not apply.

Commissioner Cooper asked if at this meeting the Board could deny Commercial Intensive and approve Commercial General.  Mr. Brown indicated in the negative.

Commissioner Cooper asked if the ordinances before the Board tonight for first reading amending the substantive classifications in CN and CG could be amended before the second reading and these issues addressed.  Mr. Brown said that could be done with a simple amendment.

Commissioner Hersey stated criteria for his motion to deny Application No. Z 05-1 as follows:  The proposed amendment will adversely impact the living conditions in the neighborhood.   Commissioner Cooper confirmed his second to the motion.

There being no further discussion, the MOTION CARRIED 3-2, with Commissioner Lewis and Chairman Thomas dissenting.

Comm. Cooper MOVED to amend the ordinances previously presented on first reading to address the different uses allowed in CG and CI categories, and to direct Mr. Brown, in concert with Mr. Whidden and the Planning Council, to review the provisions and bring them back to the Board with the proposed changes before the second reading.  Comm. Hersey SECONDED and the MOTION CARRIED 5-0.

Commissioner Cooper said that he accepts Mr. Brown’s interpretation of the Code that if substantive changes are made to the Code, it will waive the time period for the rezoning application.

Approve Adoption of Edith Ellen Estate Phase II Subdivision:  Mr. Whidden presented the final plat for approval.  He reported that Phase I was approved some time ago; this is Phase II.  Copies have been provided to all parties and he has a 10% bond guaranteed for one year for any improvements to the roads.

Comm. Cooper MOVED, to accept the plat, based on the representation of Mr. Whidden that the plat has been approved and meets all requirements.  Comm. Lewis SECONDED and the MOTION CARRIED 5-0.

Approve Application for Board Sponsored Rezoning and Land Use Amendments for Albert T. Sullivan (PARCEL NO. 05649-A-01403):  Mr. Whidden said that this is one of the board sponsored applications denied in the last group presented to the Board.  Mr. Sullivan has since provided proof that the property was at one time zoned commercial.

Comm. Lewis MOVED to approve Board sponsorship of the Rezoning and Land Use Applications for Albert T. Sullivan.  Comm. Cooper SECONDED and the MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
Approve an Ordinance Adopting a New Local Communication Services tax Rate:  Mr. Brown said that the proposed ordinance would impose a local communications service tax, pursuant to changes in state law.  The net affect would be to increase the proposed service tax on communications from 0.4% to 1.6%.  

Mr. Brown read the title into record:

“AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF BRADFORD COUNTY, FLORIDA ADOPTING A NEW LOCAL COMMUNICATION SERVICE TAX RATE; PROVIDING FOR NOTICE TO THE DEPARTMENT OF REVENUE; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.”

Commissioner Lewis asked for clarification.

Commissioner Cooper said that back in either 2000 or 2001, the legislature took away the county’s ability to impose a franchise fee on cable TV. providers.  The County’s communications services tax rate has always been 0.4%.  When the legislature made the change, there was somewhat of an outcry from counties that revenue streams were being taken away.  In 2001, the legislature brought back an option that allowed counties to increase communications services tax up to 1.6% to make up for the lost franchise fee revenue.  This tax is applicable to your base phone rate and is also applicable to cable TV. companies that also provide telecommunication services.  

He requested that this be considered at this time because during this legislative session, there is a new bill in the senate that looks favorable for passage, again sponsored by the cable TV. industry that limits the County’s ability to change its communications services tax rate.  Basically it will allow a county to maintain the tax rate that is on the books as of July 1 of the year that the bill passes, which is this year, or you are stuck on the 0.4%.

The idea is to get this in place, recapture the lost revenue due to the change of the law, and give the County some flexibility for the future.  

Chairman Thomas opened the public hearing.

Mr. Malcolm Hill expressed his opposition to the ordinance.

Commissioner Cooper said that it has always been his goal to carefully look into and find revenue sources that allow him to reduce property taxes.  This is one of those revenue sources that everyone who has a telephone pays, unlike property taxes where only 30 to 40% of property owners pay.

Comm. Cooper MOVED to adopt the ordinance.  Comm. Hersey SECONDED and the MOTION

FAILED 2-3, with Commissioner Lewis, Chairman Thomas and Commissioner Chandler dissenting.

Public Comments:  None.

Chairman Thomas asked that the following item be added to the Consent Agenda:

D.  APPOINTMENT OF ADAM CHALKER TO THE EARLY LEARNING COALITION OF CLAY, NASSAU, BAKER AND BRADFORD COUNTIES

Comm. Lewis MOVED to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Comm. Cooper SECONDED and the MOTION CARRIED 5-0.

Discussion Concerning Drainage on SE 3rd Avenue-Linda Vogel:  Ms. Vogel, a resident of SE 3rd Avenue, Keystone Heights presented a slide show to help describe a flooding problem in her neighborhood.  She has been trying to get something done for the last 15 years, with no success.  She has spent between 17 and $18,000.00 in the last two years to keep her house from being flooded.  Ms. Vogel asked what could be done.  There is no drainage and no place for the water to go.

Discussion ensued.  

Commissioner Hersey said that he and Mr. Kelley went to look at the area yesterday.  He explained what needs to be done to help correct the problem.  Mr. Pat Welch is going to go out to shoot some elevations.  

Chairman Thomas suggested contacting St. Johns Water Management District.  Commissioner Hersey said that he would get with Mr. Kelley and have him contact St. Johns Water Management District.  

Chairman Thomas said that he is not sure the County can relief the problem, but it will be looked into.

Discussion Concerning SCRAP Road Projects for the FY 06-07–

CHAIRMAN Thomas:  Chairman Thomas said that the Board could only submit three road projects.  He has been weighing out various roads that are important as connector routes.  The following are the roads he is recommending:  N.E. 173rd a/k/a Market Road from SR 16 to HWY 301 and from HWY 301 to Old Lawtey Road, N.E. 17th Avenue a/k/a Flume Road and S.W. CR 235 a/k/a Deeden Church Road.

Comm. Lewis MOVED to accept the three road projects as presented.  Comm. Cooper SECONDED and the MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
At the request of a citizen, Chairman Thomas gave an update on Meng Dairy road.  He has spoken with the contractor who was awarded the bid and hopefully, they will have all the required paperwork in order next week.  They can start the project as soon as all the paperwork is received.

Adoption of Bradford County’s Local Mitigation Strategy (LMS) Plan - Comm. Lewis/Nelson Green:  Nelson Green presented the Plan, which requires adoption by resolution.  The public hearing requirements have been met.

Commissioner Lewis read the title into the record:

“A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF BRADFORD COUNTY, FLORIDA, ADOPTING AN UPDATED LOCAL MITIGATION STRATEGY FOR BRADFORD COUNTY.”

Comm. Lewis MOVED to adopt the resolution adopting the Updated Local Mitigation Strategy.

Comm. Cooper SECONDED and the MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  (The Resolution was assigned No. 05-05.)

Chairman Thomas expressed his appreciation to Mr. Crawford for the new ideas and organization he has brought to the Road Department.

Mr. Crawford said that it has been challenging and he has learned a lot.  He appreciates the Chairman’s evaluation of the Road Department.  There are fine employees who are doing a great job.  He will begin assessing the roads and developing a prioritized repair/maintenance list, by district, for each Commissioner’s review.  He solicited the Board’s help in developing the list.

Approve Payment of Bills:  Comm. Chandler MOVED to pay the bills as reviewed.

Comm. Lewis SECONDED and the MOTION CARRIED 5-0.

Personnel Matters:

Approve Hiring of Wendy Burton, Livestock Agent, at the Starting Salary of $38,000 with 40% ($15,200) being the County’s Portion of the Salary.  With an Effective Date of April 22, 2005 - Comm. Lewis/Judy Butterfield:  Ms. Butterfield introduced Ms. Wendy Burton to the Board.  Ms. Burton is paid 60% through University of Florida and 40% through the County.  She will be doing 70% adult education and 30% youth, where she will be working closely with both swine and Cattlemen’s Association and other animal groups as necessary.  Ms. Burton has both her undergrad and graduate degree in Animal Science from the University of Florida with poultry specialization.  She served as a Vo-Ag teacher and FFA Advisory in Suwannee County for one year.  

Ms. Butterfield asked the Commission to approve the hire of Ms. Burton, who will begin employment tomorrow, April 22, 2005.

Comm. Lewis MOVED to hire Ms. Burton as presented.  Comm. Chandler SECONDED and the MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
County Attorney Reports:

Approve Traffic Signal Maintenance and Compensation Agreement with FDOT for Partial Reimbursement Cost of Traffic Signal Maintenance:  TERRY Brown:  Mr. Brown presented the agreement for consideration of approval.  Mr. Brown recommended approval of the agreement.  

Comm. Chandler MOVED to approve the agreement as presented.  Comm. Lewis SECONDED and the MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  

Clerk Reports:  None.

Commissioners’ Comments:

Commissioner Lewis commented on the following:

--The Commission previously authorized him and Mr. Sullivan to get an appraisal on the property located at CR 227 & CR 225.  The appraisal came back at 50,000.00 and the sales price for the property is $37,000.00.  

He asked for a consensus for Mr. Sullivan to negotiate with the property owner for purchase of property for use as a fire station.  Mr. Brown said that a public hearing is required for the purchase of the property.  His office can begin working on the paperwork.

Chairman Thomas asked if the funds are in the budget to cover the purchase.  Mr. Sullivan said that it can be done within the budget with the idea that if they run into major problems at the end of the year, they will have to come to the Board for help.

There was consensus for Mr. Sullivan to get with Mr. Brown to begin the paperwork.

Commissioner Hersey commented on the following:

--Mr. Crawford is doing a good job with the Road Department and the employees are interested in doing a good job.  

Commissioner Cooper commented on the following:

--Reminded the Board that the Florida Association of Counties annual meeting is in June.  There is an opportunity to elect a small county commissioner to the Executive Board, and that is Commissioner Randy Hatch out of Suwannee County.  The election will be on Friday, June 24.  The rules of the FAC are that any commissioner in attendance at the time of the election has the right to vote.  Commissioner Cooper encouraged the Board to attend, if possible.

Commissioner Chandler commented on the following:

--Mr. Wayne Hardy, a combat wounded disabled veteran contacted him inquiring about exemption from the solid waste special assessment.  Florida Statute allows exemption from property taxes for combat wounded veterans.  Mr. Hardy owns property in Clay County and they have and ordinance that exempts disabled veterans from the special assessment, also.  Mr. Hardy assumed that since he was exempt in Clay County, he would also be exempt in Bradford County and did not pay the assessment for several years and had to pay those delinquent years.

Commissioner Chandler said that he received a copy of Clay County’s ordinance and would like this Commission to consider the same exemption.

After brief discussion, there was consensus for Mr. Brown to draft an amendment to the existing ordinance.

Chairman’s Comments:  Chairman Thomas commented on the following:

--The Road Department has begun mowing the roadsides, which should pick up next week.

Mr. Crawford said that he has some recommendations regarding the mowing that he will be presenting to the Chairman.
