Chairman Thomas Announce date set for Final Adoption of the Millage Rate:  Monday, September 26 at 5:15 p.m.

Crawford:  Commented on the increase in fuel cost due to Hurricane Katrina.  This will affect various departments throughout the County, affecting the budget.  It will level off, but will still have an impact on utilities, as well as fuel.  He, Farrell and Clerk feel that the budget may need to be increased an additional $120,000.00 to cover the increased cost.  Cash carry forward will be used to balance the budget.  The next public hearing will show the increase.

Lewis:  If prices dropped, these funds will only be used for fuel and utilities.

Clerk:  Yes.  Addressed the fuel adjustment increase, especially during the winter months.  There could be up to a 50% increase.  If $$ not used, will be put in cash-carry forward in next years’ budget.
