The Bradford County Board of County Commissioners convened in a workshop on Monday,

September 19, 2005, at 6:30 p.m. in the Board of County Commissioners’ Meeting Room, 945 North Temple Avenue, Starke, Florida.

Present were:  Commissioner Lewis, Commissioner Hersey, Chairman Thomas, Commissioner Cooper and Commissioner Chandler.

Also present were:  City Commissioners Don Tilley, Jerry Rowe, Steve Futch, Carolyn Spooner; Linda Johns, City Clerk; Ken Sauer, City Manager; Recreation Board Members Bob Clayton, Alica McMillan and Mary Johnson; Mark Crawford, Press; Tommy Chastain and Wilbur Waters.

CALL TO ORDER

The workshop was called to order at 6:30 p.m.

City Manager Ken Sauer announced the purpose of the workshop:  To discuss the Recreation Department as it relates to the trade of property to accomplish building of a new recreation center and library.

Mr. Sauer briefly reviewed funding sources for the estimated $650,000.00 construction cost and the proposed plans for a new Recreation Department building.  

Discussion turned to the options for construction and the possibility of constructing the building for use as a hurricane shelter, which would bring in the possibility of mitigation funding.

Commissioner Cooper steered the discussion to the facility on HWY 301 being used for recreation and the possibility of getting the property from the school board for resale to help pay for the construction.

Mr. Sauer said that they were in hopes that the County would have some means or method to help pay for the building, i.e. an additional ½ cent sales tax that is not being collected, additional bed tax.  This spurred discussion.

Discussion ensued concerning options for the properties owned or being used by the City.  Mr. Sauer said that there have been a lot of thoughts and ideas, but no real direction.

There was extensive discussion regarding the activities at the Recreation Department and options for use of facilities to insure the activities do not suffer during the construction.

Discussion returned to the prospect of a referendum for an additional ½ cent sales tax and other funding options for construction and maintenance of the building.

General discussion ensued which included re-addressing some issues already discussed.

There being no further business, the workshop adjourned at 7:35 p.m.
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
