The Bradford County Board of County Commissioners convened in a workshop session on Thursday, December 15, 2005, at 4:00 p.m., in the County Commissioners’ Meeting Room, 945 North Temple Avenue, Starke, Florida.

Present were:  Commissioner Lewis, Commissioner Thomas, Chairman Hersey, Commissioner Cooper and Commissioner Chandler.

Also present were:  Jim Crawford, County Manager; June Neats, Administrative Assistant; Ray Norman, Clerk of Courts; Marlene Stafford, Deputy Clerk; Mark Crawford, Press; Donald Frees, Assistant Road Superintendent; Paul Funderburk, Road Superintendent; Donny Wise, Solid Waste Director; Nelson Green, Emergency Services Director.

CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Hersey called the workshop to order at 4:11 p.m.

____________

Chairman Hersey listed a few items that will be discussed during the workshop:  Roads, road paving plan, growth management plan and solid waste disposal sites.  

Commissioner Chandler addressed capital improvements, economic development and building industry in the County.

Mr. Crawford addressed Senate Bill 360, which is a major change to the growth management legislature in the State.  The objective of the new law was to establish a better link between land use planning, capital improvements and the local government budgeting process.  He would like to present a detailed briefing to the Board at the next workshop.

Mr. Crawford gave an overview of SB 360 and how it affects the County.  Some of the issues mentioned were concurrency, growth management, capital investment element (CIE) to the comprehensive plan, proportionate share, compliance deadlines regarding SB 360, and impact fees.

There was discussion regarding impact fees, annexation, proportionate share and concurrency.

Mr. Crawford highly recommended that the Board move as rapidly and safely as possible on impact fees.  

Discussion ensued concerning the anticipated future rapid growth throughout the County.

Mr. Crawford reported that the RFP for the Impact Fee Study would be advertised this week and he will have a recommendation to present at the first meeting in January.  One of the vendors has indicated to him that they can have an ordinance ready for consideration approximately five weeks after they have been provided with all the needed data.

There was a general consensus for Mr. Crawford to move forward with impact fees.

Commissioner Lewis requested that more research be done concerning annexation.  Mr. Crawford said that he would confer with Mr. Brown in that regard.

Commissioner Cooper said that there is going to come a point in time where the County will need to consider having a “Planner” on board as an employee.  Mr. Crawford said that some counties not much larger than Bradford County already have a Planner.

____________

Chairman Hersey steered the discussion to the proposed Road Paving Plan developed by

Mr. Crawford.

Mr. Crawford said that there are nine (9) roads mentioned; the top seven (7) were included in the

2005-2006 budget paving plan.  However, the amount of money budgeted was not enough to do all of the roads.  N.W. 84th and S.E. 49th were added based on Board discussion.  He has worked closely with Mr. Kelley to formulate an estimate to pave these roads.  The estimates are probably a little on the high side, but the way prices are going up, they were afraid not to.  The nine (9) roads total about $3.6 million.  There are currently available approximately $1.369 million in the 05-06 budget

He has taken the $1.369 million and developed three (3) alternatives, with Alternate #1 being his first recommendation.  Mr. Crawford reviewed the alternatives.

Extensive discussion ensued concerning the road paving plan and roads in general.

Commissioner Cooper suggested giving Mr. Crawford the go ahead with recommended

Alternate #1, with instructions to do what engineering is necessary, but minimize the degree of engineering.  Commissioner Cooper reminded the Board that $.5 million of the $1.369 million came out of last years’ sales tax money and the remainder was funds that have been accumulated in the Transportation Trust Fund.  Come next year, unless you do something different, and you spend all of this money, you will only have $.5 million that you are putting in that pot.  The Board may need to figure a way to put a little more in the pot.  

Mr. Crawford said that he would get with Mr. Kelley and they will work out the engineering.  They will get good roads and stay within the budget.  If there is no priority as to which roads to do first, he will probably go with the ones that are already fully engineered and ready to execute.  

Incited by a question of Commissioner Lewis, Mr. Crawford said that there is not enough money now, but N.W. 180th (Rising Road) and S.W. 161st (Wiley Kelley Road) are high priority roads.  

Commissioner Chandler recommended a five-year projection concerning road-paving projects.  This will work in conjunction with growth management and concurrency.   

Discussion continued, which was not limited to but included Steel Mill Road going to Odd Fellow Cemetery, Mullins Grade Road and roads in general.

____________

Chairman Hersey directed discussion to solid waste disposal sites.

Mr. Crawford addressed the following issues:

· Storing yard debris on the ground at waste sites

All sites have been cleaned up and are in compliance with DEP.  In four of the sites they have stopped placement of yard debris on the ground altogether.  Canisters have been placed at four sites and it is being hauled to New River with existing trucks and drivers.  It is being chipped and recycled and they charge no tipping fee.  This has not been possible at the Keystone and Starke sites because they are the two larger sites that receive the most debris.

There was discussion regarding the placement of canisters at the Keystone and Starke sites.  

Mr. Crawford recommended that they bring back a plan to prepare these two sites to accommodate canisters.  Mr. Wise said that both sites would have to be modified in order to do so.

· Unauthorized users at sites

Mr. Crawford suggested starting a vehicle windshield sticker system to keep unauthorized users out of the County’s disposal sites.  

This incited discussion which focused on the use of disposal sites by residents of the City of Starke, and out-of-county residents who do not pay the County’s Solid Waste Special Assessment.  

 Mr. Crawford said that he would ask the City Manager to bring the issue to his commission.  He will try to find a way to handle this in a “fair share” manner and at the same time control who is authorized to use the sites.   

· Size of loads exceeding two cubic yards.     

Mr. Crawford recommended setting a standard that two cubic yards would equal one pick-up load or one single axle trailer load.  Mr. Wise can advise his attendants that this is the standard.  This does away with each attendant making up their own standard as to what defines two cubic yards.

Chairman Hersey said that the County’s ordinance cites the rule limiting you to one load per day, no larger than two cubic yards, which was developed using the concept of a pick-up load.  The problem is that there are those who do not have pick-up trucks, they have trailers and in some cases trailers were not being allowed to drop at the sites.  

____________

Chairman Hersey addressed the following items:

--He asked the Commissioners to review the letter received from the City of Starke concerning the request for funds to repair the excavator used for the Alligator Creek project.  Formal action will be taken on this issue during the regular meeting.

--Mr. Crawford has received an estimate of (not to exceed) $3,000.00 for soil borings required before work can begin on the communications tower at Theressa.

--The Small County Technical Assistance has offered approximately $8,500.00 to assist with the costs of the Impact Fee Study.  However, they require data by January 15, 2006.  He asked the Board to plan on meeting at 8:30 a.m. on January 9, prior to the regular meeting.

Mr. Crawford said that he would have an RFP recommendation regarding the Impact Fee Study for the January 9 meeting.  This will give him adequate time to put the Small County Technical Assistance on notice for receipt of the funds.

Commissioner Cooper offered the Invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

____________

PUBLIC HEARINGS - ZONING / NORA THOMPSON

(Adoption of Ordinances)

--ORDINANCE RELATING TO LAND USE CLASSIFICATION AMENDMENT APPLICATION

NO. S051006 A (POSER)
Ms. Thompson read the title into the record:

“AN ORDINANCE OF BRADFORD COUNTY, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE FUTURE LAND USE PLAN MAP OF THE BRADFORD COUNTY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN, AS AMENDED; RELATING TO AN AMENDMENT OF TEN OR LESS ACRES OF LAND, PURSUANT TO AN APPLICATION, S 051006A, BY THE PROPERTY OWNERS OF SAID ACREAGE, UNDER THE AMENDMENT PROCEDURES ESTABLISHED IN SECTIONS 163.3161 THROUGH 163.3215, FLORIDA STATUTES, AS AMENDED; PROVIDING FOR CHANGING THE LAND USE CLASSIFICATION FROM RESIDENTIAL, LOW DENSITY (LESS THAN OR EQUAL TO 2 DWELLING UNITS PER ACRE) TO COMMERCIAL OF CERTAIN LANDS WITHIN THE UNINCORPORATED AREA OF BRADFORD COUNTY, FLORIDA; PROVIDING SEVERABILITY; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.”

Chairman Hersey opened the public hearing.  There being no response, the public hearing was closed.

On Motion of Commissioner, Seconded by Commissioner Lewis, the Board unanimously adopted the Ordinance approving Land Use Application No. S 051006A.  (The Ordinance was assigned No. 05-27.)

--ORDINANCE RELATING TO LAND USE CLASSIFICATION AMENDMENT APPLICATION

NO. S051012A (DYNAN GROUP, INC.)
Ms. Thompson read the title into the record:

“AN ORDINANCE OF BRADFORD COUNTY, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE FUTURE LAND USE PLAN MAP OF THE BRADFORD COUNTY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN, AS AMENDED; RELATING TO AN AMENDMENT OF TEN OR LESS ACRES OF LAND, PURSUANT TO AN APPLICATION, S 051012A, BY THE PROPERTY OWNERS OF SAID ACREAGE, UNDER THE AMENDMENT PROCEDURES ESTABLISHED IN SECTIONS 163.3161 THROUGH 163.3215, FLORIDA STATUTES, AS AMENDED; PROVIDING FOR CHANGING THE LAND USE CLASSIFICATION FROM AGRICULTURAL-2 (A-2), LESS THAN OR EQUAL TO ONE DWELLING UNIT PER FIVE ACRES, TO COMMERCIAL OF CERTAIN LANDS WITHIN THE UNINCORPORATED AREA OF BRADFORD COUNTY, FLORIDA; PROVIDING SEVERABILITY; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.”

Chairman Hersey opened the public hearing.

Mr. Jerry Muldowny of 19 S.W. 2nd Street, Gainesville, a Florida Professional Engineer and Land Surveyor, representing the property owner, addressed the Board.  Although the Zoning Board is recommending denial of the application, Mr. Muldowny presented his reasoning why the Commission should approve the application.

Discussion resulted which was not limited to but included neighboring commercial use and commercial zoned properties, road frontage, Ritchey Estates sub-division and the amount of acreage of the subject property.

Ms. Linda Leonard of 942 S.E. 71st Street (residence adjoining the subject property); addressed the Commission expressing her reasons for opposing this application.    

Commissioner Lewis asked what criteria the Zoning Board used to deny the application.

Ms. Thompson said that the Zoning Board found that the land use amendment would not meet the character of the neighborhood.

On Motion of Commissioner Cooper, Seconded by Commissioner Chandler, the Board unanimously denied Land Use Amendment Application No. S 051012A, on the grounds that a commercial land use classification is contrary to the existing comprehensive plan and to the uses immediately adjacent to the property.

____________

--ORDINANCE RELATING TO REZONING APPLICATION NO. Z 05-11 (HAZEN/WILLIAMS)
Ms. Thompson read the title into the record:

“AN ORDINANCE OF BRADFORD COUNTY, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE OFFICIAL ZONING ATLAS OF THE BRADFORD COUNTY LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS, AS AMENDED; RELATING TO THE REZONING OF LESS THAN TEN CONTIGUOUS ACRES OF LAND, PURSUANT TO AN APPLICATION Z 05-11, BY THE PROPERTY OWNER OF SAID ACREAGE; PROVIDING FOR REZONING FROM RESIDENTIAL SINGLE FAMILY (RSF-1) TO RURAL RESIDENTIAL (RR) OF CERTAIN LANDS WITHIN THE UNINCORPORATED AREA OF BRADFORD COUNTY, FLORIDA; PROVIDING SEVERABILITY; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.”

Chairman Hersey opened the public hearing.

Mr. Ralph Hazen of 7435-A, SR21, Keystone Heights, representing the applicants, presented his reasoning why the Board should approve the application.   The applicants would rather there be a “Special Exception” process that would allow horses in rural residential on larger tracts of acreage.

(There was no one present who opposed the application.)

Following brief discussion, and On Motion of Commissioner Cooper, Seconded by Commissioner Lewis, the Board unanimously supported the Zoning Board’s recommendation to deny Rezoning Application No. Z 05-11; the basis being that the application is not in conformity with existing land uses surrounding the subject property.  
Commissioner Cooper asked zoning staff to further review the issue of horses in residential areas.

____________

FINAL AMENDMENT FOR SHERIFF’S OFFICE BUDGET-FY 2004-2005 – SHERIFF BOB MILNER:
Mr. Crawford presented three budget amendments for consideration.  The Sheriff encumbered $59,307.42 late in fiscal year 2003-2004 for vehicles, but could not be spent due to late receipt of jail revenues.  Mr. Crawford recommended approval of the budget amendment.

On Motion of Commissioner Lewis, Seconded by Commissioner Cooper, the Board unanimously approved the budget amendment of $59,307.42 to the Law Enforcement Budget.

Mr. Crawford said that the next two amendments are the normal year-end changes to recognize revenues.  The first amendment is in the Law Enforcement Budget, an increase in revenue from grants and jail housing of $476,747.24.  This will bring the final fiscal year 2004-2005 Law Enforcement Budget to $2,139,154.66.

On Motion of Commissioner Cooper, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas, the Board unanimously approved the Final Fiscal Year 2004-2005 Law Enforcement Budget of $2,139,154.66.

Mr. Crawford said that the last amendment is an increase in revenue from jail housing contracts of $605,479.91.  This will bring the Final 2004-2005 Jail Budget to $2,169,479.91.

On Motion of Commissioner Chandler, Seconded by Commissioner Lewis, the Board unanimously approved the Final Fiscal Year 2004-2005 Jail Budget of $2,169,479.91.

 Sheriff Milner then presented a check to the Commission in the amount of $153,854.49.

DIVISION OF FORESTRY ANNUAL REPORT FOR COUNTY FORESTRY WORK AND FOR FIRE FIGHTING–STEVE RIPLEY / NICOLE HOWARD:

Mr. Ripley asked if there were any questions concerning their written reports.  There were none.  He then introduced to the Commission the new Bradford County Forester, Ms. Nicole Howard.

On behalf of the Commission, Chairman Hersey expressed his appreciation for the work performed by the Division of Forestry.

CONSENT AGENDA

A. MINUTES FOR BOCC MEETING OF AUGUST 18, 2005

B. REVISIONS / CHANGES TO INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN BRADFORD COUNTY AND THE SHERIFF OF BRADFORD COUNTY RELATING TO THE MANAGEMENT OF THE BRADFORD COUNTY DETENTION FACILITY

Chairman Hersey pulled item “B” from Consent Agenda to be continued to the next meeting.

On Motion of Commissioner Chandler, Seconded by Commissioner Cooper, the Board unanimously approved the Consent Agenda, minus item “B”.  

____________

TOURIST DEVELOPMENT COUNCIL INVOICE PROCEDURES – JIM CRAWFORD:

Mr. Crawford reviewed the procedures for processing invoices for remodeling, repairs, materials and services for the Convention Center.  These procedures mirror the County’s Purchasing Ordinance.  This should provide for proper accounting, auditing and record keeping.  The TDC has presented an invoice for $40,000.00 to begin remodeling the convention center.  He recommended that the Board allow the expenditure of up to $40,000.00, following the proper procedures.  When they reach the $40,000.00, they will take a look at where they are and see what else needs to be done.

Commissioner Thomas asked if there would be a report on the balance after each withdrawal.

Mr. Crawford indicated in the positive; this will provide a balance for the County and a balance for them and be visible to the Board.  Commissioner Chandler said that he would like a precise report of what is being done with the money.  Mr. Crawford said that he would see each invoice as they are presented for payment.

On Motion of Commissioner Cooper, Seconded by Commissioner Chandler, the Board unanimously authorized the expenditure of up to $40,000.00, and to implement, for purposes of the TDC project, the same purchasing requirements that are implemented for the County departments as described by

Mr. Crawford.

____________

APPROVAL RENEWAL OF TDC AND NORTH FLORIDA REGIONAL CHAMBER OF COMMERCE AGREEMENT – JIM CRAWFORD:

Mr. Crawford advised that Bradford County Ordinance No. 90-5 gave the TDC authority to contract with the Chamber of Commerce to administer the funds.  That contract has expired.  A new contract has been drafted with the same $15,000.00 for payment of those services for another year.  The TDC and the Chamber have both approved the contract.

On Motion of Commissioner Chandler, Seconded by Commissioner Cooper, the Board unanimously approved the renewal of the contract as presented.

____________

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Richard Mize – Requesting Closure of N.W. 75th Avenue  
Mr. Mize of 17825 N.W. 75th Avenue expressed his reasons for requesting the closure of N.W. 75th Avenue.  His family and Rayonier own all the property on the portion of the road they wish to have closed.  Rayonier is in favor of the road closure.  Approximately two miles of the road has never been deeded to the County, but has been maintained by the County for several years.  There is one mile of the road that has been deeded to the County.  The residents on this portion are not contesting the closure as long as their portion of the road remains the County’s.  

(The Property Appraiser’s website was used to locate the road in question.)  Discussion ensued.


Mr. Al Mize addressed the safety reasons to close the road.

Chairman Hersey said that research is needed to determine if the County owns the road.  If the County does not own the road, then it is not the County’s place to close it.  He instructed Mr. Mize to work through the County Manager’s Office.  

Mr. Brown advised that whether or not there is a deed, if it is a county maintained road, then it belongs to the County. 

There was additional discussion.

The Mize’s were advised that there is a road closure process and that they are to work with the County Manager’s Office.  

Tom Mintz – Animal Control  

--Mr. Mintz of 6043 N.W. 216th Street, Starke, addressed the Commission.  He is the Animal Control Officer.  Mr. Mintz voiced his disapproval of the County’s animal control facilities and the inadequate funding and staffing.

Mr. Mintz was given a brief history of the Animal Control Department, how it is funded and administered by the City of Starke.

This incited discussion.  

Mr. Mintz left some photos of the facilities with the Commission.

Jimmy Richie – Animal Control Facilities

Mr. Richie of 191 NW 51st Street, Starke, echoed Mr. Mintz’s concerns.

____________

APPROVE PAYMENT OF BILLS – CHAIRMAN HERSEY:

Chairman Hersey said that he reviewed the bills and recommends payment.

On Motion of Commissioner Lewis, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas, the Board unanimously approved payment of the bills.
____________

COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORTS – TERRY BROWN:

--There has been previous discussion regarding a .085 of an acre parcel of property that has been surplused by the Commission.  The adjacent property owner has expressed on interest in purchasing the property.  Pursuant to state statute, a private sale is allowable but the property appraiser must first appraise it.  A verbal appraisal has been given of $750.00.  

If the Commission wishes to move forward, he is requesting permission to write a letter indicating the County’s intent to sell for $750.00.  If more than one of the adjacent property owners expresses an interest in the parcel, then you must accept sealed bids and award it to the highest bid.  If there is only one person interested, then it can be sold for the appraised value.

On Motion of Commissioner Cooper, Seconded by Commissioner Lewis, the Board unanimously authorized Mr. Brown to draft a “Letter of Intent to Sell” for $750.00.

CLERK REPORTS – RAY NORMAN:

None.

____________

COUNTY MANAGER REPORTS – JIM CRAWFORD:
A. MENG DAIRY ROAD SPEED LIMIT
Mr. Crawford advised that a 100% inspection has been performed on Meng Dairy Road (S.E. 109th Street).  They are close to finishing everything that needs to be finished, with the exception of setting speed limit signs.  He and Sheriff Milner have agreed that 30 mph off of the west end, from CR221 to about ¼ of a mile east of 49th Street, then 45 mph for the remainder of the way to SR100.

Commissioner Lewis requested that any other signs that are needed for Meng Dairy Road be taken care of.

On Motion of Commissioner Thomas, Seconded by Commissioner Cooper, the Board unanimously approved the speed limit designations as presented by Mr. Crawford.

--Mr. Crawford said that back in October the Board approved the Medical Examiner Contract.  One of the inserts to the contract had a $50.00 error.  He requested approval to add $50.00 to the contract.

On Motion of Commissioner Chandler, Seconded by Commissioner Lewis, the Board unanimously approved the amendment as presented.

--Mr. Crawford said there is an item that needs to be addressed that did not make the agenda deadline.

Ms. Macey said that it is getting close to the end of the year and there are a lot of people rushing their applications in order to file homestead exemption.  She presented a S.H.I.P. Purchase Assistance Loan Application for approval.

On Motion of Commissioner Lewis, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas, the Board unanimously approved the S.H.I.P Loan as presented.

--Mr. Crawford said that he received a call from Larry E. Fordham, who is the Vice-President of Youth Awareness, Inc.  Mr. Fordham has requested permission to come before the Board with a presentation on a program called Delinquent Prevention.  He is not asking for any money, just a chance to present the briefing.  If the Board agrees, he will speak with the Sheriff and the School Board to garner their support.  The program is funded by grants that Mr. Fordham said he would assist someone in writing.  

Sheriff Milner said that this is a good program, however, there are other similar programs that compete for similar grants.  

Commissioner Chandler recommended that Mr. Fordham work through the School Board and Juvenile Justice before coming to this Board.

Mr. Crawford said that he will advise Mr. Fordham.

--Mr. Crawford said that the Road Department received training from Sgt. Bowen with D.O.T., regarding D.O.T. weight limit regulations.  The training was very beneficial.  He would like to draft an appreciation letter to Sgt. Bowen for the Chairman’s signature.

Mr. Crawford received Board consensus to draft the letter.

____________

COMMISSIONERS’ COMMENTS

Commissioner Thomas:

--He attended a Pleasant Grove Association community meeting.  They have a desire to improve their community.  One of the concerns expressed is undesirable trafficking on 177th Street.  The Sheriff’s Office has to make numerous calls to the area.  He would like to install three (3) security lights for safety and deterrence.  There are two styles of lighting that can be installed.  One is approximately $15.00 per month, but does not put out much light.  The other light is about $7.00 and is a brighter light.  Clay Electric will install the lights and maintain them for a monthly flat fee.  

Chairman Hersey asked if this has been reviewed by the Community Safety Traffic Team?

Sheriff Milner said that they have made N.W. 177th 30 mph and double striped the line, but they have not looked into the lighting issue.  This would be a minimal expense to provide safety.

There was Board consensus to approve the lighting request.

--Mr. Julius Harden of 5609 N.W. 177th Street was granted permission to address the Board.  He would like to see the speed limit increased to 45mph on 177th.  

--A Pleasant Grove citizen expressed her appreciation for what the Board has done.  She asked for the Sheriff’s and the Commission’s help with the drug problem in Pleasant Grove.

(Commissioner Thomas’ comments cont.)

--Asked if the Board’s sponsorship of rezoning applications will be continued this upcoming year.  The window of opportunity has been from January 1 to March 31 of each year.

This incited discussion.  

Commissioner Chandler said that at some point in time, the Board needs to consider sun-setting this policy.  To keep from having to bring this up every year, the Board could decide how much longer to continue the sponsorships.  Property owners could be notified, via advertisement, to get their petitions in.  In the meantime, if there are properties that were rezoned by the Commission, then the County should sponsor those.  

Commissioner Lewis:

--The Board has received a letter from the City of Starke regarding a request to share the cost of repairs to the excavator that was used for the Alligator Creek Project.  He recommended that
Mr. Crawford draft a response letter stating that the Board is not interested in sharing the cost.

There was general consensus for Mr. Crawford to draft the letter.
