BRADFORD COUNTY - Due to the fires both in the Santa Fe Swamp and in surrounding counties around north Florida, we are experiencing significant issues with visibilities in the area. 

 

Areas most significantly affected by the smoke are State Road 100 east between the Waste Collection Center and SE 136th Street.  Other roadways include County Road 18 between Hampton and SR100, County Road 325 from Hampton south to the Alachua County Line, and County Road 21-B along Santa Fe Lake.

Fog and smoke can reduce visibility and create extremely dangerous driving conditions. Patches of fog can appear without warning and can be so thick that motorists are blinded by the reflection of their own headlights. 

All drivers should expect and be ready for fog when driving during the nighttime or early morning hours in areas where we are experiencing wildfire activity including areas noted above. 

Everyone is being urged to extinguish all burning materials before discarding them and to not throw lighted cigarettes from vehicles. 

If visibility is reduced you should reduce your speed, and turn your low beam headlights on.  Signal turns well in advance and brake early as you approach a stop. Remember that the car behind you cannot see either. 

Keep your windshield and headlights clean, to reduce the glare and increase visibility. 
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
